DC Walsh said: “It was a fantastic experience to visit the event in Cardiff and hear the latest 
advice and information first hand from officers across the UK. This allows me to ensure 
Bailiwick Law Enforcement is at the forefront of best practice. I have come back with plenty 
of ideas on how to further enhance our polices on how to show the utmost respect for this 
section of our island communities.”
